Background: Common Tides mission is to offer free marine science education along with sail training to children from developing countries.
· Provide local children from Central American and Caribbean countries an opportunity to protect their aquatic environments, develop environmentally friendly eco-tourism, and increase their future job opportunities. 
· Local students visit the ocean via boats to their local marine habitats while interns/volunteers help offer interactive classes about marine animals, basic sailing skills, and present ways that the children can help preserve the oceanic habitats, including the third largest barrier reef in the world.  

Position Description:  

· Trips will range in length from 7-9 weeks 
· Interns/volunteers will get certified in lifeguarding, first aid, and CPR.  
· All interns/volunteers will be taught the marine science and sailing curriculum used by Common Tides.  
· Once comfortable, interns/volunteers will instruct and lead student snorkel groups, teach basic sailing skills and hands-on marine science classes.  
· Position will provide excellent career development opportunities as well as enhance your teaching ability and marine science background while allowing you to learn or build on sailing skills. 
· The most important aspect is that you will be an integral part in teaching and providing a marine science program to local students that do not currently have this opportunity.   

Living Description:  During a trip, you will be living and learning on a sail boat.  Living aboard this floating classroom will allow a unique chance to experience the Caribbean and the Islands in a completely different light.  During the day, interns/volunteers work directly with local kids providing first hand insight into their way of life.  Throughout the trip you will be able to enjoy the Caribbean Sea including the coral reef and all of its aquatic wildlife.  Along with snorkeling with the students and on free time, certified divers will also have the chance to SCUBA dive in the warm clear waters.  Time will be given to explore the different islands that we visit and nights will generally be yours to enjoy.    

Requirements:   

· Must be 18 or over 
· No experience necessary, just a strong willingness to learn and an excitement for teaching local students
· Must be willing to live on a boat in close quarters with other volunteers and staff
· Be in good physical condition to participate and instruct snorkeling and sailing classes 
Payment:  Volunteers/Interns pay a program fee, which covers room, board, training, and allows the program to be free to the local communities. The cost for the trip is determined by the length and a deposit is required.
