Tuition Exchange Programs
Saint Francis University is a member of three tuition exchange programs:  the CIC (Council of Independent Colleges) Tuition Exchange Program (www.cic.edu), the Catholic College Cooperative Tuition Exchange Program (www.cccte.org) and The Tuition Exchange, Inc. (www.tuitionexchange.org).   The tuition exchange programs are networks of colleges and universities willing to accept students from families of full-time employees of other participating institutions.  The programs are open to all full-time employees who are also eligible for full tuition remission for their dependents at Saint Francis.  A student is defined as a dependent, spouse, or the full-time employee. 

Tuition Exchange Export Guidelines (effective October 1, 2007).

There is no limit on the number of student applicants (exports) the University may send out each year through the CIC or CCCTE tuition exchange programs.
The following export selection criteria has been developed for the Tuition Exchange, Inc. program in an effort to provide an ongoing opportunity for participation in this exchange program: 
1. The number of export applications submitted through TEI shall be determined based upon the University’s history of imports and exports and current status with the program.  If the University is on alert status the determination to export will be at the recommendation of TEI.  Should the program be on restricted status, no exports will be permitted.  
2. The deadline for export applications shall be October 31.  Applicants will be notified as to their status and eligibility for export through TEI no later than November 30.   Applications will be exported in accordance with the selection criteria.  Final determination will be made by the importing institution by March or April.  Note that this a competitive process and each institution determines its own criteria for acceptance.
3. Review and selection of applications for export through TEI will be done in the following manner:

· First priority will be given to student applicants of faculty and staff with highest seniority and who have not previously used the TEI benefit.  Seniority is based upon years of continuous full-time service at Saint Francis University.  Applications will first be placed in order from first to least priority based upon highest to lowest seniority.

· If the TEI benefit has been used previously by a faculty or staff member then that student applicant will be placed at least priority. In the event that there is more than one faculty or staff member who has previously used the benefit then higher seniority will take precedent for determining priority among those who have already used the benefit.
· If the school(s) listed on an application are also in the CIC or CCCTE programs, then the application will not be sent through TEI.
