SUMMARY OF PARKING REGULATIONS

1. All vehicles must be registered to park on campus.

2. Parking & driving your vehicle on campus is a privilege. This privilege can be taken away for those that abuse the parking policy.

3. All vehicles must remain in the parking lot they were assigned unless the vehicle is departing campus.  It is illegal to park on any roadway or along any curb on campus, except those within parking lots or on Franciscan Way.

4. Only vehicles displaying a disabled permit and chapel visitors may park on Franciscan Way near the Chapel and Schwab Hall.  Registered parkers without a disabled permit are not authorized to park on Franciscan Way.

5. Parking along curbs in front of JFK, Christian Hall, Amici Hall, Torvian Hall, any residence hall or blocking any dumpster is illegal.

6. Parking is not permitted adjacent to the library or in the visitors section along Lakeview Drive. (See section 3.9)

POLICY

1.0
The operation of a motor vehicle on Saint Francis 
University property is a PRIVILEGE granted by the University and is not an inherent right of any faculty/staff member or student.

1.1
All vehicles shall be operated or parked on campus at      

        the owner’s risk.  The University is not responsible

        for damage to or theft from any vehicle.

1.2
The issuance of a parking permit shall constitute 

        acceptance by the applicant to obey all parking and

        traffic policies of the University and motor vehicle 

        laws of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.

1.3 
The loss of a registration permit must be reported to the University Police Office within 24 hours.  There is a $10 charge for replacement.

VEHICLE REGISTRATION

2.0
All students, faculty, and staff who attend class, teach or work at the Loretto campus of Saint Francis University are required to register the vehicle they use with the University Police Department.

2.1
Hang-tag permits must be placed on the rearview mirror post which is attached to the inside of the windshield.  Permit information must face outward and be clearly visible from the outside of the vehicle.  The permit must remain attached to the rear view mirror while the vehicle is parked on Saint Francis University property.  One permit will be issued to each person registering a vehicle on the campus.  

Multiple vehicles, owned or operated by the same person, may be registered using the same permit.  Vehicle operators failing to display the University issued parking permit in the vehicle will be cited for the violation.  

2.2
Vehicle registration must be accomplished at the start of the school year or immediately upon bringing a vehicle onto 


University property. 

2.3
Registration of a motor vehicle does not guarantee a parking space on campus or adjacent the building of your choice.

2.4
A person registering a vehicle in his or her name shall be liable for all violations incurred by that vehicle. 

2.5
Parking privileges are terminated upon 
completion of employment, or upon the expiration of validity of the parking permit.


 2.6
All vehicles registered with the University Police Department for parking privilege consideration shall be duly licensed in the state of origin and maintain a current certification of inspection.  Vehicles registered in the Commonwealth of 

Pennsylvania shall have insurance coverage or a certificate from the Department of Transportation certifying financial 




responsibility.

   2.7

The University Police Department shall be notified within 24 hours when the original vehicle or license plate has changed.

Failure to notify the department of a vehicle or license plate change may result in the issuance of a parking violation notice.


2.8
Theft or use of a stolen or found parking permit by any person will result in revocation of parking privileges of the 

unauthorized user.  Trading, borrowing, or selling parking permits will result in revocation of parking privileges for both the authorized user and the person who illegally




used the permit.

GENERAL TRAFFIC REGULATIONS

3.0
The speed limit on campus is 20 miles per hour.  Officers will use speed timing devices to ensure compliance with campus speed regulations.

3.1  
Pedestrians shall AT ALL TIMES have the right of way.  Any  

        
driver not yielding to a pedestrian in a crosswalk will be in         
violation of campus policy and will receive a traffic        
citation with a fine of $25.00 and three points towards        
their driving record.

3.2 
Operating or parking motor vehicles on sidewalks, athletic fields or lawns is prohibited.

3.3 
No person shall interfere with traffic enforcement or the         
operation of any traffic control device, ignore any         
officer’s signal or instruction, tamper with, destroy, or        
deface any traffic control device.

3.4  
Any vehicle operated or parked on University property         
shall be so operated or parked in a manner as to conform         
to the parking regulations of the University and the laws         
of the Loretto Borough, Cambria County, and Common-        
wealth of Pennsylvania.

3.5  
No person shall park or operate a motor vehicle on         
University property in such a manner which could         
cause damage to any University property or grounds.

3.6  
The University reserves the right to have removed from       
its property abandoned vehicles, vehicles without a valid        
current license plate displayed, and vehicles parked in 

       
such a way as to constitute a serious hazard to vehicular

       
or pedestrian traffic or to the movement and operation

       
of emergency equipment.  The owner or operator will

        
be responsible for all costs involved in removal of such 

        
vehicles.  The University will assume no responsibility

       
whatsoever for damages to any vehicles which were

        
ordered removed (towed) from the campus by the University

        
or for the contents of such vehicles.  Further explanation

        
see section 8.

3.7  
It is prohibited to transport passengers on the fenders,

hood, roof, or in the hatch area or trunk of any vehicle.  Drivers who violate this policy will have their campus driving privileges suspended.

3.8  
If an operator fails to yield the right of way or stop for 

        
the police vehicle while the emergency bar lights are in

        
operation, parking and driving privileges will be revoked

        
for the remainder of the academic year.  Fleeing or

        
attempting to elude the Police vehicle will result in a loss

       
 of parking/driving privileges for the remainder of the 

        
academic year.  A traffic citation will be issued to the 

        
registered parker/owner of the vehicle.  It shall not be 

        
a defense to say that another student, faculty or staff

        
member was operating the vehicle.

3.9  
During the time of 7:00 am to 5:00 pm, Monday through

        
Friday, vehicles on campus must be parked in their 

        
RESERVED area, or in a designated parking area.

a.)
After 5:00 pm, (and until 2:00 am), Monday through Friday, on weekends and official holidays (as defined by University policy), registered vehicles may park in any legal parking area including visitors spaces, business spaces, the mall, and reserved areas not marked with a RESERVED 24 hour PARKING sign.  Drivers who find their reserved parking space taken by an illegal parker are not permitted to block another vehicle that has taken their space.  Drivers who find their reserved parking space taken must contact University Police who will attempt to identify the violator and have the vehicle removed.  Until the reserved space is available the reserved parker, disadvantaged by the violator must park in a parking lot appropriate to their hang-tag color.  Parking violation notices will be issued to anyone violating this section.

b.)
The Stokes Athletic Center parking area is posted with NO OVER NIGHT PARKING signs. Vehicles parked there over night will be cited for the violation.

c.)
Employees using privately owned vehicles for job related tasks may be permitted to park their vehicle in restricted areas with the approval from the Saint Francis University Police.

d.)
At no time will faculty, staff, students, or guests be permitted to park vehicles on any roadway located on Saint Francis University


property unless authorization is granted by the University Police Department.

3.10
The fact that other vehicles are parked improperly shall not constitute a defense for illegal parking.  Furthermore, because some vehicles were ticketed while others were not shall not be a defense.  Authorized parking in a particular area may be granted for some vehicles while denied for others; depending on the need and circumstances.

3.11
It is the responsibility of students, faculty and staff members to notify the University Police Department should an unregistered vehicle be brought onto campus property.  Members of the University community will be permitted to park unregistered vehicles on campus for the day after notifying the Department and furnishing to them identifying information about the vehicle.  Short term parking permits are also available, free of charge to registered parkers temporarily using an unregistered vehicle.  

Failure to report an unregistered vehicle to the 

Department may result in the issuance of a parking violation.

3.12
Raymond and Peace Lane are reserved for white permit only.  Raymond lot is a reserved lot; anyone who currently has reserved parking in Raymond can park in any open parking space.  Peace Lane will remain individual reserved spaces.  Those who have reserved parking in Raymond cannot park on Peace Lane and those who have reserved spaces on Peace Lane cannot park in the Raymond lot.  For commuter students and visitors to have easier access to the 

JFK building, the lower JFK parking lot is separated by a solid green/purple line.   Resident students must park their vehicle on the Small Business Development center side of the line.  The side nearest to the JFK Building is reserved for commuter students, visitors and employees.

3.13
Reserved DiSepio Patient Parking Spots are for patients receiving Physical Therapy Treatment only and not for Student Health or other DiSepio facilities.  You must acquire a special temporary permit from the PT clinic to legally park in these spots.

PARKING REGULATIONS

4.0
No person shall park a motor vehicle on University property in any location other than an authorized parking area.  Parking regulations are enforced 365 days a year.

4.1
The University reserves the right to impose limitations on parking in emergencies or on special occasions.  For major events being held at the Stokes complex, administrators, staff members, and students will need to find alternate parking areas.

4.2
LOADING AND UNLOADING


Loading and unloading is not permitted anywhere on 

Franciscan Way, Evergreen Drive and Pineview Drive except for Fall/Spring check-in/check-out and publicized University breaks.  Members of our University community must contact University Police for special consideration if parking is needed near 
any of the above areas.  Telephones are located 
outside residence halls for use in contacting Police.

Those operators who violate this section will be 
issued parking tickets. The parking lots at the rear of St. Joan and St. Elizabeth are reserved 24 hrs. for loading and unloading. Vehicle must use four-way flashers if they park in either of these two lots. Time for loading and unloading in these areas is limited to 15 minutes.

4.3
Those wishing to load or unload outside academic buildings must park at the rear of the buildings, activate their four-way flashers and notify the on duty 
officer of their intention.  Reserved parking spaces behind buildings are absolutely not to be used for loading and unloading.

4.4
Drivers will not be permitted to temporarily park in reserved spaces.  Additionally, those with reserved parking privileges are not 
permitted to block another vehicle that has taken their space.

4.5
VISITOR AND DISABLED PARKING

Signs will lead University guests to visitor parking on campus.  Additional visitor parking areas include the JFK and commuter parking lots.  Visitor and short term permit parking is not permitted on Franciscan Way.  Persons whose business may require them to be on University property for extended periods to make repairs, perform maintenance work, etc., must contact the University Police Department.   

 A temporary parking permit will be issued.  
Overnight guest parking is restricted to the John F. Kennedy 

parking lot, St. Louis/Ave Maria parking lot.  All guests parking violations will be the responsibility of the Student, Staff or Faculty member being visited.

Persons with a physical condition which precludes them from parking in a designated area may obtain a Temporary Parking Permit from the University Police Department.  A physician’s certificate is required to obtain this disabled parking privilege.

Points will be awarded for any parking or traffic violations received.  If a parking or traffic violation is appealed, no points will be given until a decision is made by the Parking Appeal Board. If no appeal is requested, one point will be given for all parking violations received and three points for all traffic violations received.  It eight (8) or more points are accumulated; parking privileges will be revoked for the remainder of the academic year.

HOLDS/PAYROLL DEDUCTIONS

Registration, Graduation and/or Transcript holds will be placed against anyone who has not cleared their accounts.  Payroll deduction will be imposed against employees who have not cleared their accounts.  The University reserves the right to suspend parking privileges to individuals who have accumulated eight (8) or more points.

PAYMENT OF FINE AND APPEAL PROCESS

Appeals to parking violations are heard by the Parking Appeal Board which is comprised of two student representatives of the Student Government Association and a faculty or staff member of the University.  An officer will be present to explain the parking policy only and will not have a vote.  Review Board hearings are informal and held in the Police office on a monthly basis during each semester.  Members of the University community are provided an opportunity to explain circumstances regarding the issued citation. Results of the Parking and Traffic Review Hearing will be documented in writing and forwarded to the student, faculty or staff member originally requesting the appeal.  The decision of the Parking and Traffic Review Board is final.

5.1
No appeal will be accepted after five (5) business days from the date the ticket was issued.  Appeal forms are available in the University Police Department in Raymond Hall.

5.2
Students, faculty and staff wishing to plead guilty may submit payment to the Business Office within five (5) business days from the time of the violation.

5.3
If payment is not received by the due date as specified above, the balance due will be posted to the student’s account in the Business Office.  Faculty or staff ticket amounts will be deducted from 
their paychecks if not paid in 5 days.

5.4
Questions concerning procedures or interpretations of parking rules and regulations should be referred to the University Police, Ground Floor of Raymond Hall, 472-3360.

The University reserves the right to make changes in these regulations should circumstances so demand.

REVOCATION PROCEDURES

6.0
REVOCATION OF DRIVING AND PARKING PRIVILEGES

The accumulation of eight (8) or more points will result in the revocation of campus driving and parking privileges.  Any person who has loss these privileges may not:

· Drive any vehicle on Saint Francis property

· Park another vehicle on Saint Francis property

Failure to abide by the above directive will result in a fifty (50) dollar fine in addition to the towing of the vehicle.

Parking privileges will be restored July 1st. 

6.1
REVOCATION OF DRIVING AND PARKING PROCESS 


For those that have registered their vehicle with the 

University Police Department, an advisory warning email will be sent after five (5) points have been placed on the student, faculty, or staff member’s parking violation account.  If the registered vehicle then receives 8 points, an email will be sent to the violator explaining their excessive point total.

All vehicle operators/owners who have reached eight (8) points must remove their vehicle from campus immediately.  Failure to remove the vehicle from Saint Francis University property will result in the removal of the vehicle from campus by a tow company.  The owner/operator of the vehicle will be responsible for the cost of towing.  The University Police will additionally charge the sum of $50.00 for violating the Parking Rules and Regulations of the University.  Officers reserve the right to directly 
contact those students or staff who have reached the eight point level and advise them to remove their vehicle from campus immediately.  This personal notification will satisfy the email requirement as mentioned above.

6.2
UNREGISTERED VEHICLES

All vehicles operated or parking on the campus of Saint Francis University must be registered.  Those who fail to register their vehicle with University Police will be ticketed for inappropriate parking or traffic violations.  Vehicle identification information will be maintained in a database for later use.

When the identity of the owner/operator is determined, all fines and sanctions charged from prior parking tickets or traffic violations will be directed to the student, faculty, or staff member.

6.3 
VEHICLE BOOTING
University Police Department will reserve the right to place a boot on any vehicle that is parked in a reserved or handicap parking space or if parking and driving privileges have been revoked.
Once a boot is placed on a vehicle, a placard will be placed on the windshield warning the operator that damage will occur if the vehicle is moved.  A parking ticket will be issued for the original violation and a $50.00 fee will be added for the removal of the boot. 

SNOW REMOVAL POLICY

7.0
The University Police Department will post all parking lots that need plowed at least 24 hours in advance to give vehicle operators’ ample time to remove their vehicles from the parking lot.  
University Police will not attempt to contact the operators of illegally parked vehicles.  If vehicles are not removed from this area at the designated time, the vehicle will be towed at the owner’s expense.  Saint Francis University will not be responsible for any damage to the vehicle resulting from the tow.

7.1
The snow removal policy will apply to all vehicles parking on Saint Francis University property between November 1 and April 15.

TOWING POLICY

8.0
The Saint Francis University reserves the right to have any vehicle towed from its property at the discretion of the University Police Department for 1 or more violations listed below. The University is not limited to towing for only these violations:



1.) Excessive violations (traffic & parking)



2.) Accumulating eight (8) or more points



3.) Snow policy violation



4.) Disabled/abandoned vehicles



5.) Parking in fire lane or crosswalk



6.) Parking on grass or sidewalk

7.) Parking on any roadway 


8.) Parking in Disabled space without authorization

9.) Blocking any garbage dumpster 
COMMON QUESTIONS ANSWERED:

Q:
My car broke down outside my hall and I received a ticket during the night.  Why did I get the ticket when 
my car was disabled?

A:
You must notify the University Police Department if you experience vehicle problems.

Q:
Why did I receive a ticket while other vehicles around me were not ticketed?

A:
Vehicles often park for short periods of time and then leave the area.  Often registered parkers will park their vehicle after the officer leaves the area.  

Q:
My hang-tag fell off somehow and was lying on 
the floor, why did I get a ticket?

A:
The parking policy clearly indicates parking permits must be displayed from the rear view mirror while your vehicle is parked on campus.  Failure to display your hang-tag from the rear view mirror is a violation.
